Find the Best stimulation Level for Your Pet 
The unit comes with Up and Down buttons to control the level of stimulation, with 
Level 1 being the lowest and Level 16 being the highest. The level of stimulation 
best suited for your dog depends on your dog’s temperament and threshold for 
being shocked. Always start at the lowest level and work your way up. You have 
reached the appropriate level when the dog responds to the stimulation with a mild 
reaction, such as a flick of the ear, a lick of the lips, a tensing of the neck muscles, 
etc. The stimulation level may vary depending on the training situation. When highly 
distracted, dog’s will require a higher level of stimulation.
